More specifically, about the A22 amphib he says: "My experience with the Cape Town revealed

responsive slow speed handling and benign stall characteristics. Low take-off speeds are great for water
based operations, and handling was fluid if not fast."

Something Lite?

In my continuing search for an inexpensive single seat light aircraft | recently found the Belite family of
planes.

Basically, they are a highly modified and developed version of the old Kitfox Lite. The rights to
manufacture the aircraft were bought by James and Kathy Wiebe, who set about updating and improving
what was basically already a sound aircraft, using modern materials and design.

The result is a series of FAR103-compliant carbon fibre and aluminium aircraft with folding wings, about
a 2-hour duration and full 3-axis controls. Almost unbelievably the aircraft weigh in empty at around 110-
115kgs ready to fly and will carry at least their own weight in pilot and fuel.

The aircraft come as taildraggers, nose draggers and a float plane. The fuselage can be covered or left
open. There is a selection of engines. And very interesting, James has developed an amazing set of solid-
state flight and engine instruments - a complete panel, with mounting hardware and connections, weighs
only 450 grams!! This even includes a G-meter.

Early in 2011, | am aiming to visit either the Sebring Expo ior Sun 'n Fun to have a closer look at these
exciting little planes to assess how suitable they are for Australian conditions. I'll keep you posted!
